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Day 1 – Arrival Geneva

boots at the local ski shop. The remainder
of the day at leisure. Dinner and overnight
in Les Menuires.

Day 2 – 1st Lesson/Swimming
After breakfast, check-in for your 1st 2.5
hour ski lesson at the local ski school based
in Les Menuires. Each pupil will be put into
an appropriate ski class according to their
ability and after a few runs the instructor
will quickly assess the level of the group.
After your packed lunch there is a further
2 hours of ski lessons exploring some of the
62 slopes of Les Menuires. Visit the Sogevab
Sports Centre for a swim and a sauna to
ease those tired muscles. Dinner and
overnight in Les Menuires.

Day 3 – Val Thorens/Cinema
After breakfast, take a morning expedition
with your instructor and explore the vast ski
fields and outstanding snow conditions of
Val Thorens with 99% of the skiing being
situated above 2,000 metres. In the
afternoon, perfect your parallel turns and
get an introduction to short swings. Dinner
at your hotel and then relax and watch a
movie at the cinema at Les Bruyeres.
Overnight in Les Menuires.

Day 4 – Meribel/Ice Skating
After breakfast, take a day trip with your
instructor over to Meribel, in the heart of
the three valleys with its extensive lift
system and 8 seater chairlift! Meribel is
ideal for your intermediate skier and once
again has a vast range of ski runs. Learn to
ski in differing snow conditions and to be
a more confident skier. Visit the ice skating
rink in Les Menuires. Dinner and overnight
in Les Menuires.

Day 5 – Courchevel
After breakfast, take a day trip over to
Courchevel with your instructor, the largest
ski area in the three valleys with 117
downhill ski runs with an accumulated
length of 150 km’s! Visit the canyons and
dunes at Les Verdons, a place to have fun,
to make progress and to discover the
pleasure of jumps and turns against the
slope. Ski back to Les Menuires and after
your long hard days skiing spend the rest
of the day at leisure. Dinner and overnight
in Les Menuires.

Day 6 – Competition/Swimming
After breakfast join your instructor and
prepare for and enter the Chamois and
Flèche slalom tests – a great way to put to
the test what you have learnt over the past
4 days. Head back to the Sogevab Sports
Centre for another swim and a sauna.
Dinner and overnight in Les Menuires.

Day 7 – Last Lesson/Disco
After breakfast have your last 4.5 hours
of lessons with your instructor perfecting
what you have learnt during the week.
Dinner at your hotel and then enjoy your
final evening at the Leeberty disco in
Les Bruyeres. Overnight in Les Menuires.

Day 8 – Departure Geneva
Early breakfast and then transfer to Geneva
airport for your homeward flight.
